What is the Duke of Edinburgh’s Award?

The D of E Award is a programme of challenges for young people aged 14-25. The award is widely recognised and is valued by educational establishments and employers. 

· There are 3 awards Bronze (14+), Silver (15+) and Gold (16+)
· Each award has 4 sections: Volunteering, Skill, Physical Recreation and Expedition.
· The Gold Award has an additional Residential Project lasting 5 days, 4 nights.

· Each award links and forms part of one of the three Chief Scout’s / Queen’s Scout Awards.

How do I get started?

You will need to buy an Entrance Pack which contains all the information you need to start the award:

1. Speak to your Unit Leader to if your unit runs D of E or where your nearest D of E Unit is.
2. Complete the attached Enrolment Form

3. Give to your Award Leader with a cheque (£14 for Bronze and Silver and £20 for Gold) made payable to GLSE Scouts.
4. Your Welcome Pack will be sent to you within a few weeks and your eDofE login will be emailed to you.
How do I complete the award?

1. Choose the activities you would like to pursue from the list in your Entrance Pack.

YOU MUST ENSURE THE ACTIVITY IS LISTED UNDER THE CORRECT SECTION. If you are unsure, please ask.

2. Find an assessor (knowledgeable adult) for each activity.

3. Look at the programme and agree “personal targets” for you to achieve.

4. Participate for an average of an hour a week for the specified period (see record book).

5. Review your progress with your assessor and complete the record book.

6. When all sections are complete – return the book to the County Adviser who will approve your award and arrange the badge and certificate to be presented. At Gold Level, the certificate is presented at one of the Royal Palaces.
